CPD HOURS

How Do I Claim for CPD Hours?

The claiming of CPD points depends upon the professional body to which you belong. Shortly after the event you will receive a certificate, which will enable you to make a claim. Generally, for a full day Legal-Island Conference, delegates are entitled to claim 7 Hours. For a half day you may claim 3.5 hours. 

Non Solicitors:

· Other professions are advised to consult the particular organisation concerned for further information. 

Solicitors:

· If you are a solicitor in NI or ROI, no seminars or conference is formally approved or accredited by your Law Society. Instead, it is for each individual member to make their case for why a particular seminar or conference attended should qualify them for CPD hours.

· NI Solicitors are advised that minutes are counted from the start to finish of the event.

· ROI Solicitors are advised that it is for each person to record how long they attended the event for rather than the number of minutes advertised.

Northern Ireland Law Society

Broadly speaking, CPD mean education in any matter which will maintain and develop your professional knowledge, skills and ethical awareness as a solicitor. It is a matter for each firm and solicitor to decide what events to attend and apart from the mandatory three hours of “client care and practice management”, the subject matter of events attended is not otherwise laid down by the Society.  No provider of CPD events is currently subject to an approval of accreditation process by the Society. Events are arranged by educational and professional institutions, by the Society and other solicitors associations any by commercial providers. In addition, firm of solicitors may arrange CPD events “in house” either alone or with other firms as mentioned above but the Society is more likely to request details to verify these so that informal or otherwise valueless occasions are claimed as CPD.
