From Tuesday 6th April, the Information
Commissioner’s Office has new powers to fine
organisations that lose or are careless with
their data. Under new laws, fines can now
range anywhere up to £500,000 meaning
companies can no longer neglect to protect
people’s data.

This full day conference aims to explain the
responsibility of organisations in gathering,
processing & handling of employee or
customer data. In the afternoon, three streams
have been designed to enhance your
knowledge in one of these areas;
